April is Prevention of Animal Cruelty Month!
Signs to watch for:

• Collar may be so tight that it causes a neck wound. Two fingers
should be able to fit between the collar and the dog’s neck.

• Extreme Thinness or emaciation.

• Fur infested with fleas, ticks or other parasites.

• Signs of inadequate grooming, such as extreme matting of fur or
overgrown nails.

• Loss of hair, extreme scaly skin, bumps and rashes.

• Animals that are housed in cages that are too small to allow them to
stand, turn around and make normal movements are overcrowded
with other dogs.

What can you do?

• Volunteer at a shelter or become a foster home for a rescue.

• Start a Pet Food Bank.

• Help your neighbors help their animals.

• Promote Spaying and Neutering.
