Pretty Paws Care Tips:

Self grooming do’s and don’ts

If you want to try to trim your own dog instead of taking it to a

professional, there are a few things you should consider.

Have a helper to hold the dog and NEVER use a scissors to clip

out mats.  Mats can be very tight to the skin and you can easily cut

the dog’s skin while trying to cut out the mats.  Removing mats is

something that is best left to a professional.  It is best to bathe your

dog prior to clipping.  The hair cuts easier when it is clean and dry.

You may also want to brush the dog prior to clipping.  Dog

grooming is one of those tasks that looks easier than what it

actually is. Depending on the breed of dog you have, sometimes it

is much easier to let the groomer do the job for you.
